“It is a dream come true to direct The White House Decision Center,” McMurray said. “I am thrilled to work with an exceptional team of facilitators, educators and community members to fulfill President Truman’s vision of promoting education, democracy and leadership through the riveting historical simulations offered to student and adult groups at The White House Decision Center.”
The White House Decision Center opened in 2002 and quickly became the standard-bearer for education programs at presidential libraries. More than 55,000 secondary and university students (as well as military and corporate groups) have taken on the roles of President Truman and his advisers in a recreated West Wing setting. Students and teachers regularly report that the immersive, hands-on history lab offers one of the most profound educational experiences available, in any discipline.

“We are confident that Mary’s leadership will strengthen our existing programs and help fulfill President Truman’s original vision that his presidential library serve  as a classroom for democracy,” said Burden.
